After the outbreak of the Sino-Japanese War in
1937, about 3,400 Nanyang volunteer drivers and

mechanics, inspired by the noble idea of “bearing
common responsibility for the nation’s fate” and
firmly believing that “the Resistance War will surely
triumph”, responded to the call of the Nanyang
China Relief Fund General Association and Tan Kah
Kee, and left for China to serve on the Yunan-Burma
Road and other transportation lines. Data shows that
1,028 volunteers lost their lives; 1,126 returned
home and 1,072 were either stranded or opted to
stay in China after the war.
