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KEDUDOKAN POLITIK DAN PERPADUAN

SAYAP KIRI KINI

Apabila kesatuan kita memasoki sejarah ka-sa-puloh tahunnya, rakyat Singa-
pura sedang mengalami kehidupan yang susah dan pahit.

Proses peristewa2 regim PAP menunjokkan sifat kereaksionarian-nya di-
hadapan khalayak rakyat ramai. Kenyataan menunjokkan bahwa regim PAP han-
yalah mengulangi perbuatan jahat yang telah di-lakukan oleh regim reaksionari
Lim Yew Hock. Penangkapan tidak adil, pengharaman persatuan2, layanan
yang kejam terhadap penunjok2 perasaan yang aman dan penyerangan terhadap
pelajar2 yang tidak ada perlindongan telah menjadi peranan utama dalam "hasil2"
regim reaksionari PAP. Mulai sekarang, penukaran pemerintahan kuku besi
merupakan sabagai keperluan politik regim PAP. Sejak menchapai ""kemerdekaan"
pemimpin2 PAP terburu2 dan dengan perasaan hampa bersunggoh2 merekerut
pasokan suka rela" dan menubohkan ''tentera'. Maka kenyataan menunjokkan
bahwa keperchayaan palsu sa-tengah2 pemimpin2 reaksionari itu tidak menyebe-
lahi mereka. Mereka berfikir mendapat sokongan rakyat dengan chara2 berdaleh,
menipu dan perubahan. Tetapi sabagaimana kenyataan menunjokkan bahwa taktik
mereka sa-rupa itu tidak akan berjaya.

Bagi mengekalkan regim mereka, maka mereka terang2an berpegang pada
kererasan. Apa yang rakyat Singapura saksikan hanyalah pengulanganregim Lim
Yew Hock. Dipandang dari sudut kejadian2, pelajaran yang rakyat Singapura
perolehi dari kenyataan yang pahit ini adalah lebeh banyak dari apa yang di-
perolehi dibawah regim Lim Yew Hock. Ini ialah keranaregim terkutok ini lebeh
cherdek, kaya dalam '"ideoloji'" dan lebeh berpengalaman dalam "pemerintahan
dari regim Lim Yew Hock.

KEDUDOKAN POLITIK KINI DAN PERJUANGAN HABIS2AN KIRI

Ini adalah kedudokan politik yang penting hari ini. Berbangkit-nya kedudokan
politik saperti ini tidak dapat di-elakkan lagi tanpa perjuangan habis2an pergera-
kan sayap kiri. Pada lahir-nya sa-tiap perjuangan sengit pergerakan sayap kiri
berkesudahandengan reaksi kekejaman. Kita mahu demokrasi, tetapi koncho2
pemerintahan lebeh chondong menjadi reaksionari; kita mahu kehidupan rakyat
yang lebeh baik, tetapi koncho2 pemerintah dengan sengaja dan zalim menindas
rakyat; kita mahu menentang imperialism tetapi koncho2 pemerintahan berkerja
sa-chara tipu dengan bersahabat dengan imperialism. Pada lahir-nya perjuan-
gan kita tidak ada kemenangan langsong. Tetapi jika di-pandang dari unsor
peristewa, kumpulan pemerintah menjadi lebeh reaksionari, sengaja dan sa-
chara zalim menindas rakyat dan lebeh bermuka2 dengan imperialism, maka
lebeh rapat-lah kita kapada perjuangan jangka panjang. Adalah kerana kejadian2
yang tidak di-ingini dan kejam dari kumpulan pemerintah2 reaksionari maka ber-
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tambah rakyat berkumpul dalam pertubohan2 sayap kiri, dan pergerakan sayap
kiri mempunyai asas perjuangan yang lebeh luas. Ini adalah matlamat peratoran.
Hanya dengan mengunakan peratoran ini dengan betul dalam perjuangan bahrulah
kita boleh paksa regim reaksionari lenyap dengan segera. Sa-lain dari itu biar
bagaimana kita gelarkan regim reaksionari, mahupun dengan pertutoran «dan
tulisan rakyat tidak akan mengakui makna 'reaksionari" sa-rupa itu. Lazim-
nya orang akan akui barang melalui kerja praktik-nya. Sama juga rakyat men-
gakui sifat reaksionari melalui bentok2 perjuangan.

KUMPULAN NTUC PASTI AKAN DI-SINGKIRKAN OLEH KELAS PEKERJA

Dewasa ini regim reaksionari PAP sedang menchuba sa-berapa boleh untok
menegakkan alat mereka --- kumpulan NTUC. Dengan sokongan tenaga2 politik
reaksionari ia sa-berapa upaya chuba membuat kumpulan NTUC sa-bagai aliran
utama dalam pergerakan kesatuan sa-kerja Singapura, sabagai mengambil aleh
tempat pergerakan kesatuan sa-kerja sayap Kkiri yang mana telah berakar umbi
dalam kalbu rakyat. Bagi menchetuskan terlaksana nya khayalan mereka, di-sa-
belah pehak, regim reaksionari PAP mempergiat penekanan ka-atas pergerakan
kesatuan sa-kerja sayap kiri dan meluchutkan hak2 undang2 rakyat. Dalam
parlemen PAP sekarang, PAP tidak ketinggal meminda undang2 Buroh dalam
perchubaan mereka meluchutkan hak mutlat kelas pekerja yang mana mereka
layak mileki.

Pada sa belah pehak, regim PAP sedang mempergiat usaha2 dalam berbagai
bidang front perindustrian, mereka berfikir menghantam dan merosakkan nama
baik pergerakan kesatuan sa-kerja sayap kiri yang di-nikmati oleh kelas pekerja
dan menchuba saberapa boleh menegakkan kumpulan NTUC.

Pendedahan kelakuan churang rasuah kumpulan Gomez, yang menjadi sa-
bahagian terpenting dalam kumpulan NTUC, menunjokkan gambaran terang pen-
dokong PAP yang diketuai oleh Devan Nair didalam kumpulan NTUC, dimana
kerana hendak memainkan peranan 'aliran utama dalam pergerakan kesatuan sa-
kerja", tidak dapat mengelakkan diri menawarkan ''perletakan" jawatan-nya.
""Memakan daging manusia sambil melafazkan doa Buddhist", dengan chara kejam
ini mereka berusaha menchuba sa-berapa boleh membuktikan bahwa mereka
jujor, maka bagi mendapatkan, dengan tipu helah, keperchayaan kelas pekerja.
Tetapi sa-baleknya kenyataan ini dalam pandangan khalayak ramai pekerja2,
kumpulan NTUC adalah tidak lain dari kumpulan yang makan rasuah, pengkhianat
pergerakan kesatuan sa-kerja, pengkhianat pekerja2 dan pendokong2 partai.

Manakala regim PAP sedang menjadi2 kereaksionarian-nya dan sedang eko-
nomi Singapura kian merosot dengan terok-nya, kumpulan NTUC tidak dapat ber-
buat apa tetapi membantu kapitalis2 menindas pekerja2 dengan kejam, dan tidak
akan mengambil berat kepentingan kelas pekerja. Kerana ini kumpulan NTUC
sudah pasti menghadapi nasib di-singkirkan-nya oleh kelas pekerja. Walau
bagaimana pun perchubaan gila regim reaksionari PAP mesti di-dedahkan dan -
dengan habis2an di-hantam di-khalayak ramai golongan pekerja2.

KESATUAN KITA MENGAMBIL BERAT DAN SANGAT TERGANGGU

MENGENAI PERPADUAN SAYAP KIRI KINI

Sa-bagai sa-bahagian dari pergerakan sayap kiri, kesatuan kita mengambil
berat dan sangat terganggu mengenai perselisehan pendapat dan perpechahan di-
dalam pergerakan sayap kiri kini. Kita selalu menganggap bahwa munchul-nya
perselisehan pendapat dan perpechahan didalam pergerakan sayap kiri bukan sa-
bagai tidak sengaja, tetapi mempunyai unsor2 sosial dan sejarah tertentu serta
unsor2 ideoloji. Sa-lagi unsor2 ini ujud perselisehan pendapat dan perpechahan
sudah pasti berlaku dalam ‘bentok ini atau itu saperti- hal-nya. Perselisehan
pendapat serta perpechahan didalam pergerakan kiri adalah barang yang selalu
berlaku dalam peringkat tertentu dalam sejarah pergerakan sayap kiri. Walau
bagaimana pun ini tidak akan berkekalan, tetapi akan hilang dalam peringkat yang
lebeh juah dalam pergerakan sayap kiri. Menganggap sozl perselisehan pendapat
dan perpechahan kini sabagai persoalan pribadi. (personal) adalah salah.” Sudah
sa-wajar-nya sikap persaorangan terhadap satu masalaah dan chara menyelesai-
kan akan menyusahkan masalaah itu, teristewa sekali, apabila terdapat di-sam-
ping kita regim reaksionari sedang memerhatikan dan menunggukan peluang untok
menyerang. Kesimpulan-nya, adalah pergerakan badan kolektik tetapi bukan in-
dividu (bersendirian) yang boleh menyelesaikan masaalahitu. Sabagai sa-bahagian
dari pergerakan sayap kiri kita mengerti benar akan tanggong jawab2 kita. Kita
adalah sedang ber usaha menolong satiap usaha seluroh pergerakan sayap kiri
memahami gambaran sabenar perselisehan pendapat kini dan memperkaya kuasa
membedza kader2 terhadap berbagai jenis pendapat2.

PERBALAHAN INI JALAH AJARAN BAIK BAGI PELAJARAN
POLITIK DAN IDEOLOJI YANG KONKRIT

Tidak ada sebab bagi sasiapa juga merasa pessimis danhampa dengan timbul-
nya perselisehan pendapat dan pérpechahan didalam pergerakan sayap kiri kini.
Dalam peringkat tertentu mungkin ada mereka2 didalam pergerakan yang akan
berpisah dari seluroh pergerakan bahkan kechewa selurohnya tetapi bagi seluroh
pergerakan ia tidak akan diketepikan. Pergerakan sayap kiri Singapura adalah
hasil dari masharakat Singapura sendiri. Sabagai pergerakan politik sayap kiri
Singapura akan mengalami pukulan tetapi tidak akan runtoh. Pergerakan sayap
kiri maseh wujud dan sedang membangun. Kita mesti mempelajari bagaimana
hendak mengetahui kesulitan dari segi mosi(motion). Jika kita menilek kesulitan
pergerakan sayap kiri kini dengan chara ini kita dengan mudah akan mendapati
bahwa pergerakan sayap kiri sekarang ialah sedang dalam titek pembangun dari
perubahan bilangan (quantity) ka-perubahan jenis (quality)

Oleh keranaperbalahan persoalan Sekarang initermasok persoalan bagaimana
hendak mengabongkan kebenaran umum, yang mana telah dibuktikan benar, den-
gan matlamat usaha2 praktik, masaalah bagaimana hendak menggunakan betul2
chara ideoloji saintifik, masaalah hendak berjuang sabagaimana menurut analisa
saintifik, maka oleh itu perbalahan kini adalah ajaran baik pelajaran politik dan
ideoloji. Pergerakan sayap kiri sekarang adalah baik dan institusi yang layak,
memasoki dan sa-telah mempelajari pelajaranini golongan ramai kader kita telah
memperkaya kuasa membedza terhadap taktik betul dan salah, terhadap analisa2
yang betul dan salah juga telah memajukan kebolehan mereka menggabongkan
kebenaran umum dengan matlamat usaha praktik.

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CURRENT POLITICAL SITUATION AND
LEFTWING UNITY

When our union is entering the tenth year in its history, the people of
Singapore are experiencing a hard and bitter life.

In the process of events, the reactionary PAP regime has nakedly displayed
its reactionary nature before the great masses of the people. The fact shows
that the PAP regime is merely repeatedly doing the notorious acts which were
previously done by the notorious Lim Yew Hock's regime. The arbitrary ar-
rests, banning of associations, savagely dealing with peaceful demonstrators and
openly assaulting the unprotected students have become the main feature of the
"achievements'' of the reactionary PAP regime. From now onwards, resorting
more and more to rule of the iron fist is surely becoming a political necessity
for the PAP regime. Soon after achieving "independence', the PAP leaders has-
tily and desperately stressed on the importance of recruiting ''voluntary corps"
and setting up an "army'. The fact has thus unmercifully revealed the crazy
illusion of certain reactionary leaders. They imagine to gain the support of the
people by means of quibbling, cheating and reformation. But as the fact tells
today, such tactics of theirs are unfeasible.

In order to maintain their regime, they still have to openly resort to violence.
What the people of Singapore have seen is almost a rebirth of the Lim Yew Hock's
regime. However, viewing from the nature of events, the lessons people get
from the hard facts are much greater than what they obtained under the Lim Yew
Hock's regime. That is because this unbeloved regime is much more cunning,
richer in "ideology'' and much more experienced in "'ruling'" the people than the
Lim Yew Hock's regime.

CURRENT POLITICAL SITUATION AND THE RESOLUTE
STRUGGLE OF THE LEFT

This is the most fundamental political situation of today. The emergence of
such a political situation is impossible without the resolute struggle of the left
wing movement. To look at the surface, every resolute struggle of the leftwing
movement results in adverse reaction. We want democracy, yet the ruling
clique is inclined to be more reactionary; we want betterment of the living of the
people, yet the ruling clique more deliberately and ruthlessly exploits the peo-
ple; we want to oppose imperialism, yet the ruling clique works in the form of
deception in collaboration with imperialism. On the surface our struggle has no
direct achievement. But viewing from the nature of events, the more reaction-
ary the ruling clique becomes, the more deliberately and ruthlessly it exploits
the people and the more intimate it is with imperialism, the closer we get to our
long term objective of struggle. It is because of these undesirable, evil deeds
of the reactionary ruling clique that more and more people are gathering round
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the leftwing organisation, that the leftwing movement has found a wider basis of
struggle. This is the objective rule. Only by correctly making use of this rule
and struggle can we force the reactionary regime to perish sooner. Apart from
this, no matter how ''reactionary'" we describe the reactionary regime as so,
-either by mouth or in writing, the people would not recognise the meaning of
such ''reaction'. Generally speaking, men recognise things through practical
work, Similarly, people also come to recognise the nature of reactionary
regime through forms of struggle.

THE NTUC GROUP IS SURE TO BE CAST ASIDE
BY THE WORKING CLASS

At present, the reactionary PAP regime is trying its best to prop up its tool
— the NTUC group. Backed by the reactionary political forces, it vainly at-
tewnpts to bring up the NTUC group as the main stream of trade union movement
in Singapore, so as to take the place of the leftwing trade union movement which
has long been rooted in the hearts of the people. In order to make this imagi~-
nation a reality, on the one hand, the reactionary PAP regime intensifies the
suppression on the leftwing trade union movement and deprive the people of law-
ful rights. In the present PAP's "Parliament", PAP is leaving no stone unturn-
ed to amend the Labour Ordinance in an attempt to totally deprive the working -
class of the lawful rights which they deserve to have. On the other hand, the
PAP regime is intensifying its works in various industrial fronts, imagining to
beat down and destroy the high prestige the leftwing trade union movement is
enjoying in the working class, and trying its best to keep up the NTUC group.

The open disclosure of the dirty practice of corruption of the Gomez's group,
which was once the main body of the NTUC group, reflects a clear picture of the'
PAP adherents headed by Devan Nair within the NTUC group, who for sake of
playing the role of ""main stream of trade unionism", could not helped tendering
his "'resignation''. "Swallowing human flesh while chanting Buddhist prayer",
by this evil means, they vainly attempt to prove themselves innocent and thus
to gain by fraud the trust of the working class. Exactly in adverse to the fact,
in the enlightened eyes of the great masses of the workers, the NTUC group is
nothing but a band of corruptors, betrayers of the trade union mevement, trai-
tors of working and party adherents.

While the PAP regimeis becoming more and more reactionary and while the
economy of Singapore isdeteriorating seriously more and more, the NTUC group
can do nothing but help the capitalists exploit the workers more cruelly, and
can never take care of any of the interest of the working class. Because of this,
the NTUC group will surely face the destiny of being cast aside by the working
class. However, this crazy attempt of the reactionary PAP regime still must
be thoroughly exposed and resolutely smashed among the great masses of the
‘workers.

OUR UNION CARES MUCH FOR AND IS DEEPLY CONCERNED
ABOUT THE PRESENT LEFTWING UNITY.
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Being a component part of the leftwing movement, our union cares much for
and is deeply concerned about the difference of opinion and disunity within the
present leftwing movement. We always think that the emergence of difference of
opinion and disunity within the leftwing movement is not accidental, but has cer-
tain social and historical causes as well as ideological causes. So long as these
causes exist, the difference of opinion and disunity are sure to take place in this
or that form as the case may be. The difference of opinion as well as disunity
within the present leftwing movement is soraething which usually takes place in a
certain stage of the history of the leftwing movement. This therefore will not
exist forever, but will disappear in the further development of the leftwing move
ment. To regard the issue of the present internal difference of opinion and dis-
unity as purely a personal issue is wrong. Certainly personal attitude towards
as issue and the method of settling it will complicate the issue, especially when
there is beside us a reactionary regime staring at us and waiting for a chance to
attack. To sum up, it is the collective body of the movement but not the indivi-
dual that can settle the issue. Being a component part of the leftwing movement,
we know full well our own responsibilities. We are making every effort to help
the whole leftwing movement understand the true picture of the present difference
of opinion, and enrich the discerning power of the cadres towards different kinds
of opinions.

THE PRESENT CONTROVERSY IS A GOOD AND VERY CONCRETE
POLITICAL AND IDEOLOGICAL LESSON OF EDUCATION.

There is no reason for one to be pessimistic and disappointed in the emer- .
gence of the difference of the opinion and disunity within the leftwing movement
at present. In certain stage, some individuals within the movement may and can
separate from the whole movement and even totally disappointed but as far as the
whole movement is concerned, it will never be extinguished. The leftwing move-
ment in Singapore is the product of the Singapore society. Being a political
movement, the leftwing movement in Singapore may suffer setback but will never
fail. History has shown that the leftwing movement did suffer many setbacks but
will never fail. The leftwing movement still exists and is still developing. We
must learn how to view a problem from point of motion. If we view the current
problem of the leftwing movement in this way, we can easily find out that the
present leftwing movement is on the key point of development from change of
quantity to quality.

Owing to the fact that the present controversial issues involve the issue as to
how to link up the general truth, which as been proved correct, with the concrete
objective practical work, the issue of how to correctly make use of the scienti-
fic ideological method, the issue of how to struggle so as to comply with the
scientific analysis, therefore, the current controversy is a good and very con-
crete political and ideological lessons of education. The present leftwing move-
ment is the best and most efficient school, entering which, and having learned
this lesson, the great masses of our cadres have enriched their discerning pow-
er towards the right tactics and wrong tactics, towards the correct analysis and
incorrect analysis, and have also enhanced their ability as to how to link up the
general truth with the concrete objective practical work. It is predictable that
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the leftwing movement in Singapore is surely to be consolidated on new and cor-
rect ideological basis, and on this new basis — on the basis where the large
number of our cadres possess a higher ideological level of policy, will surely
advance faster. When the time comes, it is the time when a change of quality is
going to take place in the leftwing movement in Singapore, and it is also the time
when a new stage of the leftwing movement in Singapore is beginning. :

Manakala di-sa-belah pehak lagi, perjuangan mati2an
reaksionari akan menjadi lebeh menggila hingga ka-peringkat dimana mereka
akan menggunakan sa-tiap peralatan negara untok menindas rakyat mereka yang
sudah pasti akan maju ka-hadapan dengan langkah2 yang kejam menuju ka-pemer-
intahan diktator dan fasism tentera. Ini-lah haluan umum peristewa yang tumboh
dalam keadaan sekarang ini. Di-dalam keadaan saperti ini tugas pergerakan
sayap kiri dalam perjuangan ini sudah pasti menjadi lebeh susah dan penting.
Pada sa-belah pehak, kiri mesti menguatkan unit2 berlawan, perkokoh pentadbi-
ran dan mengukor perinchian2 langkah dalam perjuangan supaya beriawan dan
melemahkan musoh, maka memberikan pukulan hebat kapada penindasan zalim
dan pemerintahan kejam musoh, manakala sa-belah pehak lagi bilangan mereka
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yang kita mesti dan harus persatukan akan meningkat. Kiri periu memikul beba-
nan mengurus dan membesarkan barisan bersatu rakyat2 progressip bagi menen-

- tang imperialism, dan Malaysia.
Dalam hal2 saperti ini, kesatuan kita sa-bagai sa-bahagian dari pergerakan
" sayap kiri sa-telah mempelajari, menchadangkan chogan kata berikut bagi haluan

- dasar kita tahun ini.

UNTOK MENCHAPAI PERSATUAN NASIONAL.

UNTOK MENCHAPAI PERSATUAN YANG MILITANT SAYAP KIRI.
UNTOK MENGUATKAN PERPADUAN KADALAM KESATUAN KITA.
UNTOK MELANCHARKAN PELAJARAN POLITIK DAN

UNTOK MENCHAPAI PERSATUAN NASIONAL,

1. Sejarah reform sosial sentiasa membuktikan dan sa-terus-nya membuktikan
bahwa:-menyatukan rakyat ramai melalui persatuan nasional dan menyingkirkan
reaksionari sa-jauh2nya ialah satu dari pedoman yang mustahak dan baik bagi
pergerakan progresif bagi menchapai kemenangan. Ini adalah baik didalam per-
juangan sekarang menentang '"Malaysia'". Dengan adanya barisan nasional kem-
enangan sudah-lah pasti; tiada persatuan barisan nasional kemenangan tidaklah
mungkin. Dengan itu adalah penting mengadakan usaha bagi menyedarkan rak-
yat untok persatuan nasional.

2. Untok mengukor dari perkembangan kedudokan ini, dan di-sebabkan rakyat
yang dinodai oleh reaksionari terdiri dari segala lapisan masharakat dan''Malay-
sia" bertentangan dengan kehendak rakyat, maka kemungkinan bagi kita memben-
tok front nasional dan untok menchapai persatuan nasional pada keselurohannya
adalah baik. Kemungkinan ini tidak hanya ujud pada matlamat-nya tetapi iaada-
lah sedang bertumboh menjadi besar.

3. Didalam kedudokan sekarang, menentang imperialism dan Malaysia adalah
prinsip utama bagi Kiri, manakala menentang Perikatan dan Petir serta kerosa-
kan dan penderitaan yang di-buat oleh ne reka hanya prinsip yang kurang musta-
hak. Adalah baik sekali jika pergerakan sayap kiri boleh menyatukan bilangan
besar rakyat dari berbagai bangsa dan golongan pada asas yang pertama. Men-
chapai ini sahaja tidaklah chukup. Terdapat banyak orang pada dewasa ini yang
tidak dapat menerima prinsip pertama Kiri, tetapi bersunggoh2 hendak mengha-
puskan segala kerusakan dan kesusahan yang dibuat oleh Perikatan dan Petir.’
Bagi orang dalam golongan ini salagi mereka tidak chergas dan sa-chara terbuka
menentang prinsip pertama Kiri, kita maseh membenarkan dan mesti berlawan
bersunggoh2 bersama mereka (walau pun ini tidak mungkin tahan lama) Kita
menganggap ini sabagai satu. penggunaan chekap dengan tidak menchabuli prinsip
kita. Penggunaan saperti ini adalah mustahak sekali.

4. Kita mesti tidak hanya menentang mereka yang mementingkan diri sendiri
tetapi menentang mereka yang menjauhkan diri yang mana ini merupakan satu
bahaya pada perjuangan kita. Ini sahajalah haluan yang betul untok melawan bagi
kesedaran persatuan nasional selurohnya.

5. Masaalah persatuan nasional, adalah penting berusaha membesarkan perti-
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kaian kadalam reaksionari dan dengan betul menggunakan pertikaian ini.

UNTOK MENCHAPAI PERSATUAN YANG MILITANT SAYAP KIRIL.

1. Perpaduan nasional selurohnya adalah pegangan baik bagi mengalahkan reak-
sionari. Persatuan pergerakan sayap kiri kadalam ialah pegangan baik menga-
1ahkan reaksionari. Kita berpegang bahwa chogan kedua itu lebeh penting dari
‘ pertama,kerana hanya bila ada persatuan kiri baharulah boleh ujud persa-
tuan nasional,hanya dengan adanya kiri bersatu maka persatuan nasional seluroh-
nya boleh berjaya, yahg mana akan meminpin kajalan yang betul. Dengan ada
persatuan Kiri yang tegoh kita boleh memechahkan penekanan regim reaksionari
malahan boleh memukul dan melemahkan pemerintahan reaksionari.
2. Kita mempunyai pendirian dan prinsip yang sama didalam pergerakan sayap
kiri. Kita mempunyai matlamat psrjuangan yang sama, asas ideoloji sama dan
kita menghadapi musoh sama. Rakyat menghendaki Kiri bersatu. Tugas pokok
perjuangan juga menghendaki Kiri bersatv. “faka oleh itu persatuan pergerakan
sayap kiri di-asaskan dengan kuat Sebar . .erpechahan Kiri hanyalah semen-
tara sahaja. '
3. Persatuan pergerakan sayap kiri mesti~lah di-asaskan pada persatuan tulen,
pendirian dan garis yang betul. Ini ialah saperti mengatakan yang bersatu nya
gerakan sayap kiri mestilah berlunaskan pada pergabongan yang erat menerusi
perjuangan ini yang tidak hanya menentang Kapitulationism kanan tetapi juga
menentang adventurism Kiri,ini ialah garis2 salah. Kapitulationism- kanan dan
adventurism Kiri adalah kesalahan yang membawa kapada kerugian perjuangan
kita dan memechah belahkan persatuan kiri. Untok me nentang kedua garis yang
salah dan menghilangkan chita2 ideologi salah itu adalahsatu tugas yang penting
untok melaksanakan penyedaran persatuan kiri wulen akan datang.
4, Sa-lain ituhasrat faham merendahkan orang, memikirkan diri sendiri pahlawan
dan ‘mengikut satu aliran fikiran adalah bahya bagi bersatu-nya kiri. Hasrat
‘busok ini berunsor dari buah firiran individualism borjuis. Maka oleh itu, kerana
hasrat busok itu mesti di-keritik dan di-kikis berseh.

UNTOK MENGUATKAN PERPADUAN KADALAM BAGI KESATUAN KITA.

1. Jika kesatuan kita hendak memberikan hidmat kapada tugas menyedarkanakan
persatuan nasional selurohnya dan persatuankiri. Maka yang pertama bagi kita
melakukan ialah mengadakan kesatuan sa-kerja yang kuat dan me mpunyai perhu-
‘bongan rapat golongan atas dan bawah. Bagi menuju ka-jalan penyedaran persa-
tuan nasional selurohnya dan persatuan kiri maka disini terdapat banyak rintangan
dan kesusahan. Bagi mengatasi ini tidak pula bermakna ia hanya mengharapkan
berapa pegawai yang bertanggong jawab kapada kesatuan kita, atau pun pada pun-
chok pimpinan kita. Kita hanya boleh membuat sumbangan melalui perjuangan
praktik ahli2 jawatan kuasa tertinggi, ahli2 jawatan kuasa chawangan, semua
kader dan pekerja2. Sama ada sumbangan kita kechil atau besar kapada tugas
sekarang ini akan di-tentukan dari satakat mana kesatuan kita bersatu atas dan
bawah. ;

2. Kesatuan kita adalah kesatuan sa~kerja sayap kiri dan kita adalahbersatu di-
bawah panji2 pergerakan sayap kiri yang cherah. Kita mempunyai tujuan dan
matlamat yang sama dalam perjuangan danmempunyai keperchayaan idoloji yang
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sama. Inilah asas dimana kita bersatu diantara golongan atas dan bawah. Oleh
kerana asas yarng kuat ini maka semua persatuan kesatuan kita adalah kuat bagi
masa sekarang. Dibawah keadaan sekarang dalam kesatuan kita terdapat persa-

tuan kuat.

3. Walau bagaimana pun untok mengukor haluan umum peristewa kini,mengukor
tugas besar,kiri mesti memikul tugas ini, persatuan didalam kesatuan kita mesti
lah diperbaiki. Adalah mustahak bagi kita meneruskan perjuangan dengan lebeh
maju dan melakukannya pada asas yang baik,supaya kita boleh menchapai persa-
tuan rapat atas dan bawah.

4. Memandang pada sistem organisasi kita sekarang kita merasa yang kelema-
han terdapat dalam persatuan diantara bahagian atas dan bawah {iaitu jawatan
kuasa pusat, jawatankuasa chawangan dan kader dan dalam persatuan ahli biasa
iaitu .pekerjaz dan kelang individu). Kelemahan persatuan yang ujud pada
bahagian atas dan bawah perhubongan pusat dan chawangan2 tidaklah rapat,pemu~
lauan ujud diantara kader manakala sektarianism dan egoism maseh terdapat.
Kelamahan yang -ada dalam persatuan diantara ahli2 adalah lebeh merbahaya dan
serious. Ini dibuktikan dergan perhubongan yang kurang memuaskan diantara
bahagian atas dan tengah dan diantara kader2 dan pekerja2. 3anyak kerja2 kesa-
tuan dan arahan tidak dapat dijalankan oleh kader dan pekerja2 bersendirian,
bahagian chergas yang dimainkan oleh bahagian atas dan tengah didalam mengu-
rus kader2 kedai dan kilang individu adalah longgar,tiada apa boleh dikatakan
mengenai kechergasan yang dimainkan oleh pekerja2,bilangan banyak kader tidak
berkebolehan dalam berkerja dengan postitip. Kelemahan ini mesti dibaiki dalam
menguatkan dan mempererat persatuan kesatuan kita, golongan atas dan bawah.
Ini penting dan matlamat praktik bagi tugas kesatuan kita tahun ini.

5. Kelemahan yang ujud dalam persatuan ahli2 kesatuan kita adalah serious dan
merbahaya dari ujud diantara bahagian atas dan bawah -Dengan adanya chogan
pertama itu menyebabkan adanya yang kedua. Oleh kerana kelemahan yang ujud
dalam bahagian atas dan bawah,dan kerana kekurangan punchok pimpinan yang
kuat pada bahagian atas dan tengah dan tiadanya minat ketabahan dap saling
menghormati diantara kader dan punchok pimpinan, bagi ahli2 itu lemah, maka
kelemahan yang ujud dalam persatuan timbul. Maka oleh itu kita mesti men-
yembohkan penyakit ini dulu pada bahagian betul, pertama kita mesti mengambil
berat bagi memperbaiki kelemahan dalam persatuan dalam bahagian atas dan
tengah. Dengan adanya pergolakan yang tumboh chepat dalam kedudokan sckarang
ini, kita tidak mendiamkan kelemahan yang ujud dalam persatuan diantara ahli2
Jadi jalan baik ialah membuat-nya sekali jalan.Kita mesti membetulkan kelem-
ahan yang ujud dalam persatudn bahagian atas dan tengah bahkan kelemahan yang
ujud diantara ahli2, Pada dewasa ini kita memberatkan pada memperbaiki
kelemahan yang ujud dalam persatuan bahagian atas dan tengah, manakala pada
yang kedua akan dilakukan pada peringkat lain.

6. Tuntutan kita untok memperkuat kesatuan kita adalah yang pokok: menangkis
segala serangan reaksionari yang kejam; kedua untok menjadi tegoh dan tidak
berganjak dalam perlawanan dan seterusnya menentang pemerintahan reaksionari;
ketiga, berpedoman pada garis yang betul pada peringkat yang betul dalam per-
juangan untok menyumbangkan saberapa banyak bagi persatuan kiri dan nasi oral;
keempat menjalankan perjuangan ekonomi peringkat besar bagi masa hadapan
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supaya dapat memajukan proses perjuangan politik.

UNTOK MELANCHARKAN PELAJARAN POLI TIK DAN IDEOLOJIL. .

1. Hanya persatuan yangdi-asaskan pada kesedaran politik dan ideoloji itulah

persatuan tuleh dan kuat. Jika kita mempunyai pandangan yang luas men-

genai keadaan tiada berkesannya bagi politik, dan melakukan kesalahan ideoloji

besar, kelakuan burok, chara berfikir yang tidak baik maka kita tidak akan ada

persatuan dalam kesatuan ,tiada persatuan kiri dan tiada apa hendak di-katakan
mengenai persatuan nasional,

2. Bagi bahagian atas dan tengah kita, melahirkan penyel esaian tugas pelajarar

politik dan ideoloji saperti berikut:

(1) Untok memahami kedudokan internasional dengan jelas,

(2) Untok memahami betul sifat dan haluan umum kedudokan politik dalam negeri
dan chekap memegangnya,

Amerika Shaikat dalam wilayah ini, dan pertikaian dmntara Per1katan dan

Petir, dan menjadi chekap menggunakan ini,

(4) Untok mendedahkan terang2 "Grand Opposition" dan Malaysian Malays1a"

Petir,

(5) Untok memahami betul kesan berikutan dengan pergolakan di-Vietnam yang
diperjuangkan diwilayah itu,

(6) Untok memahami betul kedudokan Indonesia dalam Tenggara Asia dan peru-
bahan kedudokan dalam negeri dan penting nya kempen anti-Malaysia Indo nesia,
(7) Untok melahirkan kepegoman diatas perjuangan merebut kemerdekaan rakyat
Kalimantan Utara dan sa~penohnya memahami pengaroh2 itu terhadap rakyat Ma-

laya.

(8) Untok memahami sapenoh-nya bahwa penting bagi Kiri menentang tidak hanya

(11) Bagi kader dan pekerja individu bagi ahli biasa, kita mesti menekan tekat
untok menyelesaikan tugas untok pelajaran dan ideoloji saperti berikut-:

1. Mendedahkan sifat pencherobohan dan penindasan imperialism

ii. Mendedahkan sifat reaksionari Malaysia dan untok memahami bahwa semua
kerosakan dan kesusahan adalah disebabkan dengan terbentoknva Malavsia.

iii. Mendedahkan Perikatan, Petir (khasnya Grand Opposition dan Malaysian

Malaysia).

iv. Mendedahkan kesalahan sistem kapitalism dan mempropagandakan faham so-
sialism yang mana pekerja2 menjadi tuan mereka sendiri.

v. Menerangkan kemenangan gemilang dan penghasilan besar perjuangan inter-

nasional anti-imperialism dan anti-kolonialism.

It has only been less than two years since the neo-colonialist '"Malaysia"
was forced through, but having been thrashed by the rapid development of all the
old and new social conflicts the ruling regime of '"Malaysia'' has become pre-
cariously unstable. The complete crushing of '"Malaysia" is only a matter of
time. ‘

""Malaysia" has been formed for less than two years. It is during this period
of time that the struggles of the people of Malaysia (including Singapore) and the
people of Kalimantan Utara against imperialism, colonialism and '""Malaysia"
have persistently advanced, and have grown and have expended increasingly.
During this period under the beneficial influence of the international situation
and the positive support of the ever-growing majority of the progressive peoples
of all countries over the world, the situation in this region has been developing
very swiftly; and the struggle between the movement against imperialism, colo-
nialism and "Malaysia'' as launched by people of all races and all walks of life
under the leadership of the Left against the imperialists as well as their ""Malay-
sian reactionary puppets, is a face-to-face struggle and fierce enough. After
the fight for less than two years, the predicament both internal and external of
the '"Malaysia" ruling clique has been growing worse,whereas the anti-Malay-
sian" forces of the people have become more powerful than ever before and are
in a rational and beneficial position.

Henceforth, owing to the fact that there will certainly be a decisive change
of the situation in the northern part of Southeast Asia and that the various princi-
pal conflicts in this region will certainly grow more acute, the situation as a
whole is sure to develop more swiftly and the people's struggle against the re-
actionaries is sure to become more vigorous. On one hand, the anti- '"Malaysia'
force of the people will grow more powerful, the struggle against '"'Malaysia"
will expand tremendously and the blows received by the reactionaries will be
harder and more fatal;whereas on the other hand the dead struggle of the reac-
tionaries will be more lunatic to the degree that they will make use of every
State machinery to suppress the people to the utmost, and that they will surely
advance a bigger step towards the bloody rule of fascism and military dictator-
ship. This being the general course of events in the development of the present
situation. :
Under such circumstances the duty of struggle of the leftwing movement is
unprecendentedly tough and important. On one hand, the Left must strengthen its
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own fighting units, unify its own Organisation of struggle and adjustA its own pace
in the struggle, so as to fight and weaken the enemy and thus dealing hardest
blows to the wild suppression and bloody rule of the enemy-whereas on the other
hand, the number of those whom we must and may unite will grow more and more.
The Left need shoulder the urgent task of organising and expanding the united
front of the progressive people against imperialism, colonialism and "Malaysia".
In these circumstances being a component unit of the leftwing movement, our
Union, after making a thorough study, propose such a following slogan as our
course for the year;- '

TO ACHIEVE OVERALL NATIONAL UNITY

The history of social reform has consistently proved and has been continous
ly proving that by uniting the greatest majority of the people th rough a national
united front and isolating the reactionaries to the greatest extent is one of the
most important and best reliances for the progressive movement to win the vic-
tory. This is really true of the present struggle against "Malaysia". With the
national united front, victory is guarateed; without the national united front,
victory is impossible. Therefore, it is of great significance to make effort to
fight for the realisation of overall national unity.

To judge from the trend of the development of the situation, owing to the fact
that the people offended by the reactionaries consist of people of all races and
all walks of life and that ""Malaysia" is against the interest of these people, it is
therefore possible for us to organise a national united front and to achieve over-
all national unity. This possibility not only exists objectively, but is growing
bigger and bigger.

Under present situation, to oppose-xmperiahsm and '""Malaysia" is a cardinal
principle to the Left whilst to oppose the Alliance and PAP as well as all disas-
“ters and troubles created by them is just a principle of less importance. It will -
be the best thing of all if the leftwing movement is able to unite the greatest
majority of people of all races and walks of life on the basis of the first major
principle. Merely achieving this is, however, not enough. As a matter of fact,
there are quite a great number of people who for the time being cannot earnestly
accept the first major principle of the Left but really want to get rid of all dis-
asters and trouble created by Alliance and PAP. To people of this category, so
long as they would not actively and openly oppose the first major principle of the
Left, we still can and must fight along with them (though this may not possible
last long). We hold that this is a kind of dexterity without violating our princi-

ple. This dexterity 1s very necessary.

We must not only oppose opportunism, which gives itself up, but also oppose
exclusionism which is detrimental to our struggle. This is the right course to
fight for the realisation of overall national unity.
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Certainly, on the question of fighting for overall national unity, it is also
necessary to take heed to create condition to enlarge the internal conflicts of the
reactionaries and correctly make use of these conflicts.

TO ACHIEVE MILITANT UNITY OF LEFTWING

The overall national unity is a good reliance to defeat the reactionaries, The
internal unity of the leftwing movement is also a good reliance to defeat the re-
actionaries. We hold that the latter is more improtant that the former because
only when there is unity of the leff, can there be overall national unity; only a
closely united Left can successfully achieve overall national unity and lead it in
the correct way. With the close unity of the Left, we shall not only break
through the oppression of the reactionary regime, but can also furiously hit out
at and weaken the reactionary rule.

We have common stand and common priciple within the leftwing movement.
We have common objective of struggle, common ideological foundation and we
are facing the common enemy. The people want the Left to be united. The
great task of struggle also wants the Left to be united. Therefore, the disunity
within the Left is only temporary.

The unity of the leftwing movement must be a genuineunity based on the
correct stand and correct line. This is to say, the unity of the leftwing move-
ment be developed and consolidated through the struggle to not only oppese
right capitulationism but also oppose left adventurism, which are two incorrect
lines. Both right capitulationism and left adventurism are mistakes that brought
loss to our struggle and disrupt unity of the Left. To oppose these two incor-
rect lines and wipe out these incorrect ideological tendencies is the important
work to be done for the forthcoming realisation of the genuine unity of the Left .

Besides, the bad expressions of subjectiovism, individual heroism and sec-
tarianism are also detrimental to the unity of the Left. These bad expressions
originate from the ideas of individualism of petty bourgecise. Therefore, for
the sake of unity of the Left these bad expressions must be severely criticised |
and eradicated.

The unity of the leftwing movement must be centred at the unity of the left-
wing trade union movement. For this reason our union will willingly do our best
to work for the close unity of the leftwing trade union movement. The indepen- -
dence and activeness of the leftwing trade union is a dynamiec for the unity of the
leftwing trade union movement and is a dynamic for the unity of the leftwing
movement as well. Therefore, our Union will uphold and develop this import-
ant principle of maintaining the independence and activeness of the trade union
movement,

TO STRENGTHEN INTERNAL UNITY OF OUR UNION

If our Union wants to contribute to the great task to fight for the realisation
of overall national unity and overall unity of the Left, then the first thing for us
to do is to have a strong trade union with consistent and close unity above and
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below. On the way to the realisation of overall national unity and overall unity
of the Left, there are many difficulties and obstacles, To overcome these, it
doas not depend merely on a few responsible officials of our Union, nor merely
on our leadership. We can make contribution only through practical struggle of
the wholc  of the central executive committee members, branch committee
‘members, the whole of the cadres and the workers. Whether we contribute
more or less to the present task will be decided by theextent to which our
Urion is consistently and closely united at all levels.

Car Union is a leftwing trade union and we are united under the bright banner
of the leftwing movement, We ave always firmly upholding the stand of the
‘working class. We have the common fate and common objective of struggle and
. have the common ideological belief. These are the foundations on which we can
congistently and closely unite above and below. It is because of these strong
foundation that all along the unity of our Union is fundamentally well consolidate
ed, under any sifuation. The present condition within cur Union is also funda-
mentally strong and cohesive.

However, to judge from the general course of the present events, and to
judge from the great task the Left must shoulder at present, the unity of our
Union i3 still to be improved. It is absolutely necessary for us to continue to
strive for hetter progress and to do better on the basis of the existing fine found-
ations, so that we can achieve consistent and close unity above and below.

Taking 2 look at our system of organisation at present, we feel that there
ars defects hoth in the unity of the top and middle sections (i. e.Central Com-
mittee, Branch Committee and the Cadres), and in the unity of the rank and file
{i.2. each individual shop, factory and the workers). The defects existing in
the unity of the top and middle sections are connection between the centre and
the hranches iz not close enough, connections among the branches are loose,
isclation evists umong the cadres whereas sectariarism and egoism still prevail.
The defeats existing in the unity of the rank and file are more conspicuous and
gerious., This indicated by the insufficient connections between the top and
middle gections and the cadres as well as the workers. Much of the Union's
work and instruction camnot be practically carried out among the individual
cadres and workers; the leading part played by top and middle sections in
-organising the cadres of each individual shop and factory is loose, nothing tc
8ay about playing the leading part among the fellow workers; a good mumber of
the cadres are of 10W working capacity and unable to work positively. These
defects muct be rectified so as to strengthen and consolidate the consistent and
close unity of our Union above and below. Thisis also the most urgent and
most practical cbiective of the Union's task for the year.

The defects existing inthe unity of the rank and file of the union are, no
doubt, more serious and conspicuousthan that existingis the unity of the top
and middle sections. But the former is always the consequence of the latter. It
is because of the defects existing in the top and middle sections, because of the
lack ot a strong leadership of the top and-middle sections and lack of enthusias-
tic, persistent and tolerant cadres, that the leadership for the rank and file is
weak and that the defects existing in the unity of the rank and file emerge.
Therefore, we must cure the ill at the right part and first take heed to rectify
the defects in the unity of the top and middle sections. But the rapid develop-

ment of the situation will never permit us to allow the continuous existence of
the defects in the unity of the rank and file. So the correct way is to get both
things done at the same time. We must rectify not only the defects existing in
the unity of the top and middle sections, but also the defects existing in the
unity of the rank and file. At first stage we attach importance to rectifying the
defects existing in the unity of the top and middle sections, where as at later
stage we attach importance to the latter.

Our demands for the unity of our Union are - firstly, to weather any on-
slaught of the bloody tyranny of the reactionaries; secondly, to become firm and
undaunted in the continuous fight against the reactionary rule; thirdly, to adopt
the correct line of struggle to contribute as much as possible to the unity of the
Left and to national unity; fourthly, to stage a large scale and resolute econo~
mic sturggle in the conceivable future so as to advance the process of political
struggle.

- TO LAUNCH POLITICAL & IDEOLOGICAL EDUCATION

Only the unity based on political and ideological consciousness in genuine and
strong unity. If we do not have a clear idea of the situation, intensitive to poli-
tics, and commit serious ideological mistakes and bad acts and way of thinking,
then we shall have no unity in the Union, no unity of the Left and nothing to say
about national unity.

For the top and middle sections of our Union, we must lay stress on accom-
plishing the following tasks of political and ideological education viz;-

To have a clear understanding of the international situation,

To fully understand the characteristics and general trend of domestic politi-
cal situation and be skilled in taking hold of this,

To fully understand the conflicts between British imperialists and US impe-
rialists in this region, and the conflicts between Alliance and PAP; and be skill-
ed in making use of this,

To emphatically expose the ""Grand Opposition' and a''Malaysian Malaysia "
of PAP, '

To fully understand the immediate effect that the development of the change
of the Vietnam situation has on the struggle in this region.

To fully understand the important status of Indonesia in Southeast Asia as
well as the change of its -domestic situation and the significance of Indonesian
anti- "Malaysia" campaign, ’

To express deepest concern over the struggle for independence of the peo~
ple of Kalimantan Utara and to fully understand its influence on the struggle of
the Malayan people,

To fully understand that it is of great necessity for the Left to "oppose not
only right capitulationism but left adventurism as well",

To fully understand the importance of national unity and why it is necessary
to adhere to the correct principle of "opposing not only opportunism but exclu-
sionism as well",

To wipe out the bad acts and way of thmkmg brought forth by individualism,
sectarianism, egoism, subjectivism and desultory ideas of liberalism. To cul-
tivate the spirit of collectivism and revolutionary optimism.
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For the individual cadres and workers in the rank and file, we must lay
stress on accomplishing the followmg tasks of political and ideological education,
viz:-

To expose the nature of aggression and exploitation of imperialism,

To expose the reactionary nature of "Malaysia" and to understand that alldi
sasters and troubles result from the formation of '"Malaysia',

To expose Alliance and PAP (especially the "Grand Opposition and a "Mal-
aysian Malaysia'.),

To expose the crimes of the capitalist system, and propagate the ideal of the
soc1a11st workers becoming masters of their own,

To expound the glorious victories and the great achievement of the interna-

tional anti-imperialist and anti-colonialist struggle,

To expose the nature of the rightists using trade union movement to work
against workers, and to cultivate the workers' devoted sincerity towards left-
wing trade union movement,

To educate the workers to believe in the strength of the workers' unity, and
to make ideological preparation for fighting for the betterment of their life
through a struggle on larger scale.

Our Union as an organisation has expanded basically, when it surges forward
- to welcome the forecoming year. The setting up of various efficient working
systems and the prompt éarrying out of various tasks laid down by the conditions
within and without our Union manifests that our Union has been one which can
mobilise its activeness of leadership and its potentials of organisation to sur-
mount the difficulties and challenges whenever it faces and performs the functions
of trade union,

The policy of our Union in 1965-1966 "laid down by the Central Executive
Council can generalised as in four slogans, i.e., 1) to achieve overall national
unity, 2) to achieve militant unity of leftwing, 3) to strengthen internal unity of
our union, 4) to launch political and ideological education, To what extend we
" have achieved our aims is a question which answer can be found in our develop—
ment. :As far as our Union is concerned we -are in no hurry to sum up the
achievéments or the results. :

Within the previous year, 109 cases of trade dxspute, mcludmg strike, in-
crement , dismissal, closedown, ‘retrenchment and proposals of fresh agree-
ment etc., have been handled by our Trade Dispute Committee. Generally,
favourable settlements have been won and better pay and working conditions have
been achieved. But, owing to the unfavourable p011t10a1 situation, especially the
increasing interference of the reactmnary PAP Government, the struggles on the
industrial front were very acute and hard. Every little achievement was won
through acute and hard struggle. Within the previous year, all the participants
of our Union's educational and cultural activities, under the leadership of our
Central Education & Cultural Section, have studied the current domestic and
foreign political problems.

Kelas pekerja merupakan satu tenaga yang kuat sekali dalam dunia ini.
Ini adalah satu kenyataan yang tidak boleh di-nafikan sama sakali. Kekuatan
pekerja terletak pada bersatu-nya bertindak dalam lapangan2 politik, ekonomi
sosial dan kebudayaan. Ini beralaskan pada beberapa faktor2 yang memang sedia
ujud saperti bilangan pekerja yang banyak, kesedaran yang tinggi dan tenaga
pembangun sa-suatu negara bergantong.

Penghisapan dan penindasan ka-atas
pekerja2 berunsor dari sebab politik. Maka bagi menghilangkan segala ini tidak
dapat di-elakkan dari mengambil jalan ini (peranan politik).

Peranan politik pekerja mesti memberantas segala bentok dan rintangan
perkauman, Dengan adanya kelas pekerja memainkan peranan politik tidak ber-
bau perkauman maka soal pokok dari penindasan bahru boleh dapat di-tentang
dan di-atasi. Menuju matlamat ini pekerja harus mendapat didekan dan analisa2
yang berpandangan luas, bukan sengkat. Dan dengan demikian semangat keseda-
ran boleh dapat di-taman. Semangat kesedaran ini bukan-lah yang berpandangan
sengkat. Dalam negara berbilang Bangsa kesedaran saperti itu selalu terpesong
lalu menjadi perkauman. Kesedaran yang pekerja berbilang bangsa harus mileki
ial ah berupa keinsafan bagi penindasan ka-atas kawan dan diri-nya sendiri.
Kerana menchari jalan menuju chita2 bagi uraianpenindasan maka kesedaran ini
harus di-pupok dengan kesedaran yang betul2 jujor. Penindasan tidak kenal
bangsa.

Peranan politik yang pekerja harus mainkan adalah memberantas dan .

Usaha2
memberantas mesti diasaskan pada kesedaran mengenal siapa itu penindas dan
siapa itu yang di-tindas. Kalau ini dapat di-ketahui dengan jelas maka tidak
mungkin timbul fahaman perkauman yang sengkat. Kita kelas pekerja adalah
merupakan kelas yang terbuka untok di-hisap dan di-tindas. Penindas dan penghi-
sap itu adalah majikan. Ini tidak pula bererti yang semua majikan penindas -
yang kejam sunggoh pun mereka memang penindas. Oleh kerana (umpama-nya )
kebanyakan majikan terdiri daripada bangsa Eropah dan Tionghua maka Kkita
mesti mengechap bahwa semua orang2 Tionghua dan Eropah adalah penindas. Ini
adalah salah. Malahan dengan adanya majikan Tionghua tidak pula bererti peker-
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ja2 Tionghua tidak di-tindas. Sa-balek-nya sama juga dengan hal pekerja2 lain2
bangsa. Puncha-nya ini adalab kerana ujud unsor2 bagi penindasan di-benarkan
dan di-dedahkan.

Ah Chong tidak akan menindas Ali atau sa-balek-nya kalau tidak ujud si-
stem yang terbuka bagi penindasan. Dan sistem ini berpuncha dari adanya dasar
pemerentah. Oleh sebab ujud-nya sistem saperti ini maka dalam negara berbi-
lang bangsa mudah sakali faham perkauman timbul. Mangsa yang terok menderita
dari terjadi-nya itu adalah kita pekerja2.

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THE ROLE OF WORKERS IN

ELIMINATING COMMUNALISM
Sin Bin Tjic

The working class is the most powerful force in the world, this is an un-
denialable fact. The power of the workers based on its unity in working in the
fields of politic , economic, social and culture. This is based on the existing
factors like great number of workers, high consciousness and the creative po-
wer of the nation depended on. All these factors existed but are not arranged
and not manipulated fully. The arrangement of this power only lay on the poli-
tical consciousness which then can it be used fully. _

The role of workers must be focussed in the field of politics. Only with it
then the economic problem can be overcome. Economic problems could not be
overcome with economic solution only but silmutaneously with political solution.
With the workers following this then the solution of exploitation and suppression
can be solved. Exploitation and suppression on the workers originated from
politics. In order to eliminate all this it is inevitable to resort to this path
(political role).

The role of workers must be one that eliminate all barriers, in all forms, of
communalism. With uncommunalisticrole of workers in. politic, the main
question of suppression could be opposed and solved. To achieve this target
workers should received education and political analysis with a broad outlook,
not shortsighted. With that then their consciousness could be awakened. (The
consciousness spirit should not have the shortsighted scope). In a cosmopolitan
nation this type of consciousness often changed course thus diverting to commu-
nalism. The consciousness the workers of various races should have is the one
that’ come about through realisation of the exploitation of fellow workers and him-
self. Due to the path aimed for achieving this ambition to solve suppression,
this consciousness must be geniunely honest.

Suppression care less for race. Arising from this to find the solution for
this question should be concertrated on the activities of non-communal. With
this view this question can be mastered. This is the correct view.

The political role played by the workers are to break through and penetrate
the communalistic barriers. This is the correct stand. The activities of elimi-
natirg be based on the realisation of knowing who is the suppressor and who is
suppressed. If this can be understood clearly so it not possible the arising of
the arising of communal feeling. We the working class is opened and wide expo-
ed for exploitation and suppression. The suppressors and exploitaters are the
capitalists. Because (for instanct) most capitalists are European and Chinese so
we concluded that all Chinese and European belonged to that category. This is
wrong. But on the contrary more Chinese workers being exploited by the
Chinese capitalists. The same apply to the other races. The reason is that the
cause of exploitation is allowed and wide opened.

Ah Chong will not suppress Ali or the reverse, if there is not the system
which open for exploitation or suppression. And this system originated from the
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policy of the goverment. Because of the existence of that type of system in cos-
mopolitan nation easily communalism arises. The victims hit by the caonsequen-
ces.are we, the workers,

An object will have no effort to change when the system did not ex1st e.g.
why do we go to school at the age of seven, this is because the system requires
us to do so. But when there is no such system going to school at that age will
not occur. The same applies to suppression If we care to scrutinise the cause

. of exploitation, it is due to capitalism. The question now isto challenge the
system and not the capitalists. This capitalists will vanished when tne system is
abolished. The question of whether this system is going to be allowed its exis-
tence depended on the role of the workers in politic. If the role of the workers is
a communalistic one then hardly there will be a solution for this problem. On
the contrary if the role is focussed in rising the .political consciouscess and to
find solution in a planned way so' communalism should be abolished and com-
pletely eliminated. o

We must realise that we are selling our energy for the sake of the capitalists'
interest. Though whatever post we have it does not matter. As long as our
energy is sold to get money from one party, we then are classified as workers.
The question of wages, big or small, never arise. Thus the political role of
workers should be pathed towards establishing a prosperous and just society,
where exploitation and suppression will not be done for the interest of a few. The
working class affords to build such a society. Here communalism will disappear.
Man will not feel being suppressed when everybody have the same rights. In
order to achieve this aim the political efforts of the workers must be intensified
and constructive. Fair or unbais view towards one side of the working class
should be possessed.
~ As long as the workers did not realised tneir right in thisworld tben suppres- -
sion will continue to prolong. If we realise the cause then the efforts should be
concerntrate on opposing this cause. A worker is not only bound to give his ser-
vices to the management, but.more than that. Enviromental societies condition,
economy and surrounding political events are burdens to be shouldered. The
social and economic conditions depended on what the political solution will be.
A worker who ignored politic only means that he himself tries to avoid from find-
ing a political solution for himself. The consequences that will arise out of
ignoring from finding a political solution will only means that we deiiberately
care less to uplift the standard of living, economically and socially. Our indif-
ference opens wide the opportunities for continued suppression and exploitation
of our labour force, (same as domestic animals which are bred because of their
products).

Our life have to face waves in accordance with the size of the wind blows.
Every Challenge ought to be reacted which will penetrate the waves in order that

. the shore aimed will be reached safely. Because of interest towards our future

generations the efforts should be made presently, to give them the fruits of
success. Condemnations would be thrown at us when they find lives difficult for
them then what we are now.
