US imperialism is the most ferdcious and the No.l enemy of the people all
s of aggression as well as the main-

over the world. It is the source of all war
stay of the colonial rule throughout the world.

(1) ON THE GLOBAL STRATEGY OF US IMPERIALISM

The global strategy of US imperialism consist in intensifying its control
over its allies in West Europe and North Americaj tempting and buying over the
revisionist forces headed by the Soviet leadershipj buttressing up puppet reg-
imes with a view to auppreasing the national-democratic movement in the broad re
~gions of Africa, Asis and Letin America, and subseguently occupying forcibly«t
-em, and then proceeding to dominate China and other socialist countries. :

In brief, it is none other than domination and enslavement of the world
through the co-operation between the U.S. and the Soviet Union.

THE TRUE FEATURES OF U.S. IMPERIALISM

It is under the very guidance of this most aggressive global strategy
that the U.S. imperialist set up over 2,300 military bases designed for  aggres
sion all over the worlds; station more than 1,000,000 inveding troops in foreign
countriesj support a great many puppet regimes and innumersble puppet troops lau
-nched numerous wars of aggression of varying scales; carry out plots of subver-
sion and create trouble, be it small or big, overt or covert; indulge in acts of
intervention, centrol, subversion and aggression the world over; and continuosly
as well as daily intensify asuch acts. Such are the true features of U,S. imper-
ialism. Eisenhower behaves in this way. So does Kennedy. Today, Lyndon John-
son too is doing the same thing. :

U.S. ARRANGEMENTS FOR REALISING ITS BEATIFUL DREAMS

. In yecent years, with the success on the part of U.S. imperialism in tem
-pting and buying over the Soviet leadership, the centre of gravity of U.S. glo-
bal strategy of aggression has gradually shifted from West Europe to Asia. The
spearkead of U.S. aggression is now directing towards China instead of the Sovi-
et Union. With a view to facilitating its aggression against Chine and subseque
-ntly dominating it, thereby giving reality to its beautiful dream of dominating
the whole world through the U,S.-Soviet co-operation, the U.S. imperialists are
implementing the following three arrangementss:- : ‘

Firstly, to complete the encirclement of China as soon as possible.
Secondly, to speed mp the establishment of a tgtable rear® in the bor-
der regions of Agia, such as "Malaysia', Singapore, Indonesia, Philippines, and

80 on.

Thirdly, to intensify the work of laying down the "fuse" in between the
two areas stated above. , . (see page 13)-
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Todry, the U.S.imperialists are going all out to materialist the three
arrangements. For instance, in relation to the first arranvement, the U.S impe
~rialists have expended their basea in and have sent more troops to Japan, South
Korea, Taiwan, Thailand, Indonesia and so on. With regard to the second arrange
-~ment, the U.S. imperialists instigated the rightists in Indonesia to set up the
“Generals' Council” as well as to stir up a frentic anti-China, anti-popular and
anti-democratic weve. As a result, of late the rightists openly employed troops
to seize power. On the other hand, the U.S. and British imperialists have also
stepped up their activities for tempting and exerting control over "Malaysia"and
Singapore. 4As regards the third arrangement, the U.S. imperialism are intensify
—-ing their expansion of war in Vietnam and Indo—~Chinsa.

SITUATION DEVELOPING INTO CRITICAL STAGE

Thus, the situstion has already developed into a critical stege. In the
first place, the whole of South Last Asia hes become the moat immediate target
of the U.S. imperislists in implementing their global strategy of aggression. Th
—is war of eggression is expanding with each passing day. That is to say,in the

northern port of South East J‘Lﬁi&, the U.S. iﬁ'l'perl.u.x.xstﬁ aré Open.y invaaing viev
~Nam and is daily expanding the war into a war of aggression against the wholeof
Indo=China.

In the southern part of South-East Asia, the U.S. imperialists are inte
-nsifying their suppression of "“subversion" and tightening up their control in
order to create a "stable rear" for their war of aggression in the north.

Secondly, to convert South East into e direct battlefield for U.S. agg-
ression is not the end of the matter. The ultimate objective of the U.S. imper-
ialists consist in changing South East Asia into an indispensable springbroadfor
unleashing a war of agrression of a greater proportion against China. et

) In other words, the entire people of South East Asia have to experience
the common disaster resulting from the devaatation of the U.S. war of aggression
and later, from a greater devastetion caused by a greater war of aggression laun
—ched by the U.S. imperialists.

(2) RELATION BETWEEN MALAYA (ESPECIALLY SINGAPORE) AND
THE U.S. IMPERIALIST WAR OF AGGRESSION,

"Malaysia', particularly Singapore, is situated in the southern part
of South East Asias Due to the fact that it exercises céntrol over the nautic-
al communication between the Atlantic Ocean end the Indian Ocean, and even the
communication of Austrelie, its position ie of great importance. It is of gre-
at strategic value in South East Asia. :

MALAYA (PARTICULARLY SINGAPORE) IS BOUND TO BE DRAWN INTO
THE CAULDRON OF VAR.

In the present stage, when the U.S. imperialists are intensifying th-
eir war of aggression ageinst Vietnam, Malays (especially Singapore), has in pr
—-actice, on account of its nearness to the front, become the important rear jo
~intly controlled and utilized by the U.S. end British imperialists.

In the next stage, when the imperialists go all out to expand the war
of a?greqsion against Vietnam into an Indo-China War or even an Asian Wer, Mala
~ya {especially Singapore) will inevitably be used by the U.S. and British Im-
perialists as the most important base for aggression and as one of the centres
for launching attacks. '

Therefore; whether it is at the present or in the near future, whether
it is in the current Vietnam War or in the future Indo-China Wer or Asian War,
Malaya (especiaily Singapore) will uriavoidably be drawn into the cauldron of
war. Singapore can never remain uhaffected. Even in the present stage of the
U.8. intensified aggression against Vietnam and even before the Indo-China War
~ or Asian War tekes shape, it is already exceedingly plain that the U.S. War of

aggression has generated dangers and disesters which are growing in grevity wi-
th the passage of time., :

(a) Politically. (see page 14)
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Politically, it is only natursl that the U.S. imperialists should try
to create a "peaceful and stebie' rear in the southern part of South East Asis,
in order to carry out their war of aggression against Vietnam in the northern
part of South East Asia with "peace of mind", Therefore, the U.S, imperialist
will certainly exert more pressure on the local stooges persuading them to redo
~uble their efforts in the direction of suppressing the national-democratic pro
~gressive movement. This account for the occurrence of a series of anti-commmu-
nists, anti-Chinese, anti-popular and anti-democratic incidents. Indonesie ex~—
periences such incidents, so dees "Malaysia', Singapore is no exception.

Thet is to say, the war aggression acsinst Vietnam has imposed upon the
people in the southern part of South Eest Asia such political disasters as - the
increasing control of the U.S. and British imperialists, the heavy setbacks in
the national-democratic movement, a grester degree of dictatorship of the reacti
-onaries, the deprivation of the people's democratic rights and so forth.

(®) Economically

Economically, the U.S. and British imperialists carry out unprecedently
ruthless economic exploitation of the nations within their colonial economic sys
~tem, such as Maleya (including Singapore}, through their monopoly-capitalist cl
—iques and trading policies. In order to achieve this aim, the U.S. imperialist
have entered into an agreement with the Lee Knan Yew's puppet regime, known as
the "Guarantee Investment Agreement®.

The Tenglu and Iee Kuar VYew'!s puppet regimes have been sdopting various
taxation policies and financial policies in an effort to fleeze the broed mess-
es of the people of various races snd of different streta.

On the other hand, with the expansion of the U.S. imperialist war of ag
~gression against Vietnam, the number of U.S. troops sent to Malaya (especially
Singapore) and the number of bills for military supplies (such as contrects fer
supply of pork, war meterials etc) are on the increase. This will further atta~
ch the econony of Singapore to the war—chariots of the U.S. imperialists, sowing
the seeds of economic crisis of hitherto unlmowm gravity, under the guise of "se
~eming prosperity " vwhich is only of a temporary nature.

(c) Militerily

Militerily, with the daily expansion and intensification of the U.S. im
~perialist war of aggression ageainst Vietnam, the U.S, imperialists not only per
~suede Britain, Australia, New Zealand and other countries to station their inve
~ding troops in the Federation and Singapore, but also various types of weapons
for aggreasion (including nuclear bombs) to be stored there. There are indicat-
ions pointing to the fact that under the pretext of staying in the Federation &

Singapore for wacation, a great number of U.S. troops heading for Vietnam will
soon be stationed here. Besides this,
are being supplied &nd troops reshuffled at the bases here.

Therefore, even in the present stage, under the policy of the Tengku &
Lee Kuan Yew's puppet regimes which tekes the form of tailing servilely after the
U.S. imperialists, the whole of Malaya (especially Singapore) has already long be
~en firmly attached to the U.S. war-chariots, be it in the political, economic or
military field, and has much earlier become one of the important U.S. bases in
the rear.

This is one of the main soucres of the disasters and sufferings of +the
people of Malaya (including Singapore) which are increasing with each passing de
~y, whether in the political, economic or military field.

A GRAVER SITUATION IS TO BE FOUND IN THE NEXT STAGE

A check on such trend of situation is, however, not forthcoming. A mo~
re serious situation, which is fast approeching, will emerge in the next steage ,
that is, in the coming Indo-China War and Asian Wear.
As has been mentioned, the next stage will see the expanding of the Vie
-~tnam War into a war of the whole of Indo-China, or even the whole of Asie, in
which the U.S. imperialist enters into a face-to-face fight with China. By then
that is, when the U.S. imperialists unleash the Indo-Chian War or the Asian War
how could Malaya (including Singapore) escape from being deeply involved. The -
' (see page 15)
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denger confronted by Malaya will certainly flar exceeds in point of seriousness
than that faced in the present stage.

In the first place, politically; the U.S. invading troops, with the lau
-nching of the big-scale war of aggression, will openly pour into the Faderatien
and Singapore in great numbera, They will then impose their fescist military ru
~1l¢ here through their puppets or even by themselves.

In the second place, economically, it goes without seying that the peo~
ple will suffer extremely severe exploitation and plunder, the ephemeral stiabili
~ty and prosperity will vanish emidst the confusion resulting from war. Singape
-re,; in p rticular, with its comparatively weak economic foundation, that is, -
entrepot trade, will find itself landing in bankruptcy overnight. It.will turn
out to be & dead city in the midst of chaotic confusion.

In the third place, Malaye will no longer be the rear as it ig. It wi-
11 be one of the vital centres of the U.S. imperialists for unfolding a big sce~
le war of sgpression. The puppet regimes will compel the Malayan people to be
cannon—fodder. Thus, it is no longer the rear, but the front where the battle
ig reging.

THE PEOPLE OF MALAYA (INCLUDING SINGAPORE) SHOULD KEEP
RIGHEST VIGILANCE. :

As things aere, it is clear to all that in the next stage, the Federatio
-n and Singapore will be drawvn further inte the cenldron of war. The entire peo
~ple of Malaya (including Singapore) who are peece~loving and imbued with the
sense of justice should keep the higheast vigilance in this matter.

Brilliant victories have already been achieved!

T0 OFYOSE U.S. IMPERIALISH IN AID OF VIETNAM IS AN INTERNATIONAL DUTY.

The U.S, imperialista
are being plunged into a precarious position, confronting the danger of courting
total defeat. The progressive people all over the world, in response to the U.S
war of aggression, unfolded the ever-rising tide of struggle against the imperi-
alists by way of aiding Vietnam.

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‘Viewed in the context of Vietnam, the Vietnam War is on the one hand,
a U.S. war of aggression, hul on the other side, a pecple's revolutionary war wa
~ged by the Vietnamese people to resist aggression,

Viewed in the light of the world, it constitues the most important foc-
us of the struggle between the imperialist forces headed by U.S. imperialism on
the one hand and the progressive people of the entire people of the world on the
other.

Thus, this war is of such & nature that it is, on the one hand, just,
opposed to aggression, upholding peace as well as progresss but on the other ha-
nd, it is unjust, endowed with an aggressive nature breaking peace, as well as
reactionary. As a result; the watershed dividing the world's progressive forces
and the reactionary forces lies in whether one stands by the side of the Vietnam
people in their just wer, or whether one sides with the U,S. 1mperxal1sta in th~
eir war of aggression. The same is true of the next stage.

As for the people of Mel'aya (including Singapere ), the most impertent
inpernational duty at the present lies in resclutely supporting the just war of
the Vietnamese people, and firmly opposing the VU.S. imperialist war of aggressi-
on ageainst Vietnam.

South—-East Asia, is developing fast into a centre of anti-U, S. storm r-
aging all over the world.

TG OPPOSE U.S. IMPERIALISM IN AID OF VIETNAM - ONE OF THE
BASIC MEANS OF ATTAINING LIBERATION OF THE PROPLE OF MALAYA
{INCLUDING SINGAPORE).

In point of the strife for existence end liberation of the people of
Malays (including Singapore)}, the necessity as well as the urgency of unfolding
the struggle ageinst U.S. imperiaslism in aid of Vietnam is far from diminisghing,
but is in fact becoming all the more manifest.

As has been mentioned before, the U.S. imperialist war of agrression a-
ganst Vietnem is politicelly, economically and militarily bringing increasingly
gerious disasters to the Mglayanpeovle. It is one of the main sources of the p-
revailing disasters befalling Malaysa; be they political, economic or military.

In view of this, to put up a bold resistance against U.S. imperialism
in aid of Vietnem becomes one o¢f the basic means available to the Malayan people
for freeing themselves from disasters as well as for attaining liberation. '

Politically, U.S. imperialism is the last pillar supporting the puppet
regimes in "Malaysia" end Singepore which has tained merely false independence.

As such, the very move to put up & bold atruggle against it in aid of Vietnam
will thoroughly expose the true nature of "Malaysia" and the false ‘independence
of Singapore, thereby giving them crusing blows.

The numercus anti-popular and enti-democratic crimes which smack of fa~-
scism cater dlrectly to the needs of the U.S. imperialists in their war of ager-
ression against Vietnam. Thus, to0 wage a dauntless struggle against U.S. imper-
ialism in aid of Vietnam is, in pracétice, the most fundental course of opposing
dictatorship of the reactionaries so as to achieve democracy, as well as of pre-
venting retrogression so as to meke progress.

Economically, the struggle is a progressmive one for resisting the impe-
rialist economic plunder, exploitation and controls for the betterment of 3the
people’s livelihood as well as for achieving an independent national economy.
